Fruit Spray Schedules

HGIC is planning to add IPM information for fruit on our website. In the meantime, I’ve listed some good sites to direct people to with these caveats:

· pesticides labeled and available in other states may not be labeled for home fruit and available in MD. 

· spray schedules assume that specific pests and diseases are active and need to be controlled. Some of the spray schedules found on the websites below recommend sprays for most crops at every growth stage. Home fruit growers need to learn how to identify, prevent, and manage the most serious problems, such as brown rot, plum curculio, apple scab, codling moth, Japanese beetles, etc.

Excellent pub with spray schedule that is very close in pests and timing to eb-125. Be aware that they list a few materials that we cannot recommend because they are not registered in MD: thiophanate methyl (Cleary’s 3336) and gamma cyhalothrin (pyrethroid). Also, they recommend esfenvalerate, a pyrethroid that is highly toxic to bees and other pollinators and natural enemies. This insecticide should be restricted to before bloom use.
